Intro

Luke 5:12-13 

 
12 While he was in one of the cities, there came a man full of 
leprosy. And when he saw Jesus, he fell on his face and 
begged him, “Lord, if you will, you can make me clean.” 13 
And Jesus stretched out his hand and touched him, saying, 
“I will; be clean.” And immediately the leprosy left him. 

 
Only one person asked Jesus if it was His will to heal him. 
Everyone else assumed that He was willing because He was able  
In other words -He would because He could.

Numbers 16:41-50 
 
41 But on the next day all the congregation of the people of 
Israel grumbled against Moses and against Aaron, saying, “You 
have killed the people of the Lord.” 42 And when the 
congregation had assembled against Moses and against Aaron, 
they turned toward the tent of meeting. And behold, the cloud 
covered it, and the glory of the Lord appeared. 

 
43 And Moses and Aaron came to the front of the tent of 
meeting, 44 and the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, 45 ÒGet 
away from the midst of this congregation, that I may consume 
them in a moment.Ó And they fell on their faces.  
 
46 And Moses said to Aaron, ÒTake your censer, and put fire on 
it from off the altar and lay incense on it and carry it quickly to 
the congregation and make atonement for them, for wrath has 
gone out from the Lord; the plague has begun.Ó  
 
47 So Aaron took it as Moses said and ran into the midst of the 
assembly. And behold, the plague had already begun among 
the people. And he put on the incense and made atonement for 
the people.  
 
48 And he stood between the dead and the living, and the 
plague was stopped. 49 Now those who died in the plague 
were 14,700, besides those who died in the affair of Korah. 50 
And Aaron returned to Moses at the entrance of the tent of 
meeting, when the plague was stopped. 

 
Friend we are priest of the Most High God. 
 
We stand between the living and the dead. 
 
With our petitions, our praise, and our offerings they make a 
difference in the eyes of God and on the face of the earth.  
 
Why you fear repentance? Why do you run from Him?  
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Is it your sin or your lack of passion?  
 
Isaiah 59:1-2  
 
 Behold, the LordÕs hand is not shortened, that it cannot save, or his 
ear dull, that it cannot hear; 
 but your iniquities have made a separation 
   between you and your God,  
and your sins have hidden his face from you 
   so that he does not hear. 
 
DonÕt blame God for problems when the issue is selfishness.  
 
It was not the violence of God. 
It was not the anger of God. 
It was not the wrath of God. 
Or the Judgment of God that struck them Ð but the Glory of God that 
struck a disobedient, rebellious and murmuring people.  
 
We pray for the Glory of God like it is a fluffy pillow, when it comes, 
and it will come Ð it will not be as you expect it, or as others have 
described it. 
 
Your sin will disgust you. 
Your passions will instantly change. 
Your senses will become alive. 
You will be overcome with remorse and regret for wasted years and 
wasted time. 
 
Yet, all the while you will be crying out to God because He has 
chosen this moment and this hour to touch you. 
 
You will feel fearful for you life, yet loved like you have never been 
loved. 
 
 You will be hungry, yet satisfied. 
 
It will be the answer to everything that you have ever wanted to know 
yet you will be left in a longing like you have never known. 
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You will feel the desire to share your faith, yet overwhelmed with a 
sense and desire to leave this world. 
 
 You will have a love for those near you, yet a passion for only one. 
 

Exodus 33 
 

33:1 The Lord said to Moses, “Depart; go up from here, you 
and the people whom you have brought up out of the land of 
Egypt, to the land of which I swore to Abraham, Isaac, and 
Jacob, saying, ‘To your offspring I will give it.’ 
 
12 Moses said to the Lord, “See, you say to me, ‘Bring up this 
people,’ but you have not let me know whom you will send with 
me. Yet you have said, ‘I know you by name, and you have also 
found favor in my sight.’ 13 Now therefore, if I have found favor 
in your sight, please show me now your ways, that I may know 
you in order to find favor in your sight. Consider too that this 
nation is your people.” 14 And he said, “My presence will go 
with you, and I will give you rest.” 15 And he said to him, “If 
your presence will not go with me, do not bring us up from here. 
16 for how shall it be known that I have found favor in your 
sight, I and your people? Is it not in your going with us, so that 
we are distinct, I and your people, from every other people on 
the face of the earth?” 
 

Moses wanted God, and not the promise land. But how many children 
get to the promise land and forget. How many preachers? How many 
business people? God gave you everything and you forgot Him. 
 
Moses said: 
 
I have your promise, but I want your presence. 
 
I have your directive, but I want your power. 
 
I have your mandate, but I want your glory. 
 
He wanted God and not the promise land. But how many children get 
to the promise land and forget?  
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How often we go off and do something, trying something, engaged in 
something and we never say: 
 
CAN I GO?  
WE SAY ARE YOU COMING WITH ME? 
 
No friend, a hundred times no!!! 
 
Not will you come, but can I follow? 
 

Ps 84 
10 For a day in your courts is better 
than a thousand elsewhere. 
I would rather be a doorkeeper in the house of my God 
than dwell in the tents of wickedness. 
11 For the Lord God is a sun and shield; 
the Lord bestows favor and honor. 
No good thing does he withhold 
from those who walk uprightly. 

 
Here was Moses, the leader of a nation, a man of power and 
influence, loved by God, fear by the people, revered by those that 
followed him, some say the greatest political leader of his or any 
other day. 
 
God said, kill them and I will kill them, spare them and I will spare 
them. 
 
He was a friend of God, the children of Israel knew Gods acts, and 
Moses knew God ways. They saw God and Moses knew why. 
 
He had been shown creation, seen the formation of the universe, the 
devastation of the flood. 
 
Yet here He is and He says: 
If your presence will not go with me, then I will not leave. 
If your presence will not lead me, I will not move. 
 
God I want your presence. 
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God I desire you. 
I hunger for you. 
Just to know Him, and to be known by Him. 
Just to talk with Him, and to be talked to by Him. 
Just to walk with Him, and to be accompanied by Him. 
 
 Marvel at the wonder, glory and majesty of it all. 
 
The plague was stopped, and He was still Jehovah-Rapha the 
Healer, not to some, but to all.  
 
It would not be true that the plague was stopped if it remained on 
even one of them.  
 
This state of health again remained uninterrupted until nineteen years 
later.  
 
The people, again not satisfied with what God had for them, not 
satisfied with God's way for them, spoke against God and against 
Moses.  
 
They were cursed with the fiery serpents.  
 
How many times do we look at what God has done and curse Him. 
 
I donÕt curse God. 
 
God gave them water, food, protection, deliverance, shelter they said: 
 

“Why have you brought us up out of Egypt to die in the 
wilderness? For there are no food and no water, and we loathe 
this worthless food.” 

 
The reason they were there is because they had no faith. 
The reason they were there is because they had sinned against God. 
The reason they were there was because they rebelled against God. 
 
How many times have you complained and whined about God?  
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Romans 10: 
 
20 Then Isaiah is so bold as to say, “I have been found by 
those who did not seek me; I have shown myself to those who 
did not ask for me.” 

 
You never sort Christ Ð it is Christ who sorts you. 
You never loved Christ; it is Christ who loved you. 
 

1Jo 4:19* We love Him because He first loved us. 
 
God gave them a condition, God gave them away out. 
 
Numbers 21:7-9 
Ò7 Therefore the people came to Moses, and said, ÒWe have sinned, 
for we have spoken against the LORD and against you; pray to the 
LORD that He take away the serpents from us.Ó So Moses prayed for 
the people. 
8 Then the LORD said to Moses, ÒMake a fiery serpent, and set it on 
a pole; and it shall be that everyone who is bitten, when he looks at it, 
shall live.Ó 
9 So Moses made a bronze serpent, and put it on a pole; and so it 
was, if a serpent had bitten anyone, when he looked at the bronze 
serpent, he lived.Ó 
 
 
Look at the serpent. 
Gaze at the serpent. 
Look at the thing which has bitten you. 
Look at the snake by which poison entered your system. 
 
Gaze at this thing that brought sin and destruction into mankind. 
 
Just look and I will do the rest. 
 
God didnÕt heal just some of them, but all of them. 
 
Everyone that was bitten looked and lived. 
 
So, it is with you. 
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Have you the marks of sin in your flesh? 
 
Look and live. 
 
Does disease rack your body? 
Look and life. 
 
DonÕt just casually gaze Ð but look as if your life depended upon it. 
 
Is your flesh ruling over you? Look and live. 
 
Is temptation or sin trying to rule over you? Look and live. 
 
Friend you donÕt look only once. 
You keep it in your gaze; you never take your eyes off of it. 
 
You look in wonder and awe. 
 
Look and Live. 
 
ÒBut, I had prayed once and it didnÕt work.Ó 
 
You meant you glanced once and it didnÕt happen, so you took your 
eyes off Christ and looked everywhere else. 
 
You look at your friends. 
You look at your flesh. 
You look at your illness. 
You look at your impossibility. 
You look at your sin. 
 
You looked at your mess and only gazed briefly at your Messiah. 
 
Look and live friend Ð look and live. 
 
Again, the Scriptures show us that it was still God's will to heal, not 
some, but all.  
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Everyone that was bitten lived by beholding the brazen serpent, 
which was a typical foreshadowing of the coming sacrifice on Calvary 
in our behalf. 
 
GodÕs promise to the children of Israel was as they were in pursuit of 
the promise land, they would have provision, they would have health, 
they would have direction, and they would have protection.

They are the same promises for us today. 
 
1) We have lost sight of the promise land. 
Money is not the promise land. 
Fame is not the promise land. 
The kingdom of God is the promise land for the Christian. 
Heaven is the promise land. 
 
We have forgotten that we are Aliens and strangers just passing 
through. Seek ye first the kingdom of God. 
 
2) The children of Israel fell into trouble when they took their eyes off 
God. (Golden calves) 
 
When they substituted something else for their worship, when they 
started to seek their own desires, they murmured and complained.   
 
They rebelled against their leadership and the mandate that God had 
given them. 
 
All of these were self-induced.  
God had a promise of provision and they went outside the 
parameters of that, and attempted to become self-reliant. 
 
If you get a revelation that God has chosen you. 
 
 And that you were selected by Him as His chosen people. 
 
If you understand that with the promises come conditions. 
 
And that if those conditions are not meet then the promises are 
violated and there are consequences. 
 
I believe that the reason that the church at large is not seeing what it 
needs to see, living how it was meant to live is because we have 
moved off and are engaging in things that we were not meant to.
