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The 8 common traditions of men and churches concerning 
healing. 
 

• That sickness is sent by God. 
 
Sickness is revealed as coming directly from satan. 
 

7 So Satan went out ……. and afflicted Job with painful 
sores from the soles of his feet to the top of his head. 
(Job 2:7, NIV). 

 
Jesus declared that a sick woman was bound by satan and He 
cased out a spirit of infirmity.  
 

Luke 13:11-16,. 
 
11 And there was a woman who had had a disabling spirit for 
eighteen years. She was bent over and could not fully 
straighten herself. 12 When Jesus saw her, he called her 
over and said to her, “Woman, you are freed from your 
disability.” 13 And he laid his hands on her, and immediately 
she was made straight, and she glorified God. 14 But the 
ruler of the synagogue, indignant because Jesus had healed 
on the Sabbath, said to the people, “There are six days in 
which work ought to be done. Come on those days and be 
healed, and not on the Sabbath day.” 15 Then the Lord 
answered him, “You hypocrites! Does not each of you on the 
Sabbath untie his ox or his donkey from the manger and lead 
it away to water it? 16 And ought not this woman, a 
daughter of Abraham whom Satan bound for eighteen 
years, be loosed from this bond on the Sabbath day?” 

 
SatanÕs work is to Kill, Christ work is to bring life and life more 
abundantly. (John 10:10) 
 
Satan is Bad, God is Good.  
Sickness is bad, health is good. 
 
Therefore sickness is from Satan, health from God  
Jesus=God=Salvation =Health=Life=Good 
Devil =Sickness=Death=Bad 
 
Do the math folk, itÕs not hard. 
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• That God is trying to teach us something thought this 

illness – or further….. That we some how bring glory to 
God through our sickness 

 
If sickness glorifies God, if God uses sickness to teach us 
something then every Christian who has ever gone to a doctor for 
medicine for a sick child or a hospital for a broken limb has 
deliberately done something to take away from GodÕs Glory.  
 
If sickness brings glory to God, if it is evidence of GodÕs will then 
we should be believing for and praying for sickness. 
 
Further more, any Christian who exercises or takes vitamins to 
enhance their health is being rebellious. 
 

20 for you are bought with a price. Therefore glorify God in your 
body and in your spirit, which are God's. 
(1 Corinthians 6:20, MKJV). 

 
What God can and does do is TURN all things around for the good 
of those that love Him. 
 

And we know that in all things God works for the good of 
those who love him, who have been called according to his 
purpose. 
(Romans 8:28, NIV). 

 
This speaks of the power of His sovereignty, not of His desire to 
inflict His creation with illness and disease.  
 

• That healing is only the will of God sometimes. 
 
Only one person in the bible ever asked this question of Jesus, His 
instant reply was ÒI will!!Ó  
 

40 A man with leprosy came to him and begged him on his 
knees, "If you are willing, you can make me clean." 
41 Filled with compassion, Jesus reached out his hand and 
touched the man. "I am willing," he said. "Be clean!" 
(Mark 1:40-41, NIV). 

We pray Òif it be GodÕs willÓ as a question, not a command. 
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Healing is not about what we can do, but what He has done. 
 
Not one person in the bible that Jesus prayed for was a Christian. 
 
Jesus wants to touch and heal people. 
 

• That sickness is a natural part of life. 
 
Sickness is no more natural than sin is.  
 
Both sickness and sin came into the world as a result of sin. When 
God created the world, He said it was ALL GOOD.  
 
The answer to the fall of man and his redemption from sin is 
Jesus.  
 
The answer to the sickness of man and the healing of his flesh is 
the same Jesus. 
 
No because sin has entered the world. Because  
 

• That God only heals some. 
 
If healing is not for all, then why did Jesus bare OUR pains, OUR 
infirmities, OUR diseases, why did His wounds heal US? ( 
 
Is 53:5 
 
5 But he was wounded for our transgressions; 
he was crushed for our iniquities; 
upon him was the chastisement that brought us peace, and with 
his stripes we are healed. 
   
 
Why make exceptions? Why do some people not only exclude 
themselves, but every body else they meet when ALL have been 
catered for. 
 
 
 
James says 
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14 Is anyone among you sick? Let him call for the elders of 
the church, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil 
in the name of the Lord. 15 And the prayer of faith will save 
the one who is sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And if he 
has committed sins, he will be forgiven.  
(James 5:14-15, ESV). 

 
Any is any.  You and I and everyone else. 
 
The prayer of faith BEATS the power of sin and death every time. 
 
Why do some die? 
Some who pray? 
Some who have faith? 

 
O LORD, how great are Your works! Your thoughts are very 
deep. 
(Psalms 92:5, NKJV). 

 
GodÕs ways are not our ways1 
 

And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the 
judgment, 
(Hebrews 9:27, NKJV). 

 
Since sin enter the world, our days are number and death will take 
itÕs toll and God is sovereign.  
 

• God doesn’t heal people anymore. 
 
If this is to be so then there must NEVER be one single miracle or 
divine healing from the death of the last Apostle till now!!! 
 
Just one miracle 
Just one healing makes this claim inaccurate and invalid. 
 
The greatest miracle of all all, is that of the New Birth experience 
of Salvation. 
 

Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. 
(Hebrews 13:8, NKJV). 

                                       
1  Is 58:8 
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• Paul’s was never healed. 

 
To keep me from becoming conceited because of these 
surpassingly great revelations, there was given me a thorn in 
my flesh, a messenger of Satan, to torment me. 
(2 Corinthians 12:7, NIV). 

 
Some people have used this scripture to justify why they are not 
healed. They like quoting this scripture because it puts them in the 
same league as Paul. 
 
We never quite know what the ÔthornÕ is, but we dp know with out a 
doubt that it isn't sickness. 
 
The word "messenger" is angelos and it is translated "angel" or 
"messenger" in the English.  The word angelos is used 188 times 
in the Bible.  181 times it is translated "angel;" 7 times it is 
translated "messenger."   2Corinthians 12:7 is one of the seven 
times the "angelos" is translated "messenger."  The six other 
places in the Word of God where "angelos" is translated 
"messenger" it refers to an individual or individuals. 
 
God's Word tells us that Paul's thorn in the flesh is the messenger 
of Satan; however, it does not explain what this means.  
 
Paul's thorn in flesh appears to have been people who opposed 
him and his ministry.  
 
Paul was despised and buffeted by the messenger of Satan. To 
him, they were thorns in his flesh who constantly vexed, reviled 
and persecuted him. They cast him into prison, beat and whipped 
him.  They ensued him from city to city mocking and taunting him 
as he tried to teach and move the greatness of God's Word. 
 
God's answer to Paul (My grace is sufficient for you, for My 
strength is made perfect in weakness) will require that Paul must 
continually lean upon God's grace in every situation, including 
stoning, ship wrecks, beatings, lashing with whips etc Ð the 
standard Apostolic stuff. 
 

• Relationship evangelism and the supernatural do not 
work together. 
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8 "When you enter a town and are welcomed, eat what is set 
before you. 
9 Heal the sick who are there and tell them, `The kingdom of 
God is near you.' 
(Luke 10:8-9, NIV). 

 
 

1. Eat with them:  Get to know them build relationships. 
2. Eat anything: DonÕt get weird and religious (understand 

He was speaking to Jews here with strict religious and 
cultural code).  In other words, do what has to be done to 
relate to these people. 

3. Heal any sick people.  Allow the power of God to confirm 
who you are. 

4. Then present the Gospel, the Kingdom in words. 
 
We have it all screwed up. 
 
We go anywhere. 
We impose OUR culture. 
We talk OUR words. 
Then we donÕt have any power. 
 
He didnÕt say PRAY for the sick, 
HE SAID HEAL THE SICK. 
 
The outcomes are not optional!!!!!! 
They are mandatory!!!!!!!!!! 
 
DONÕT DOUBT - DO!!!!!!!!! 
 
Every 30 days. Outside of church, outside of services. Meet with 
someone, pay for someone, share with someone.
